   Attempts to provide a glimpse into a large part of the world that goes unnoticed, that doesn’t make the news, that isn’t pretty—the lives of the poor and homeless.

  Uses powerful images of art and music with the insights of three theologians to get a fresh and challenging look at Jesus Christ.

Come, Walk in my Shoes

Documents the Civil Rights Movement.  The Honorable John R. Lewis leads his colleagues from Congress to the sacred sites of the Movement.  Along the way, Lewis introduces the unsung heroes who cared deeply, sacrificed much and fought for a better America.

Keeping the Earth

   This video calls Christians to be good stewards of the natural world and offers a Biblical vision for humanity’s role in caring for the creation.

Global Banquet: the Politics of Food

   Explores the politics of that threaten global food security and demonstrates the destructive results of the corporate globalization of food.
Dying to Live: a Migrant’s Journey

   A moving and compassionate documentary designed to promote and assist in the conversation about undocumented immigration to the U.S.

The Man who Planted a Tree

   A beautifully and artistically portrayed parable of a man who patiently plants trees.  The video emphasizes the gift that each Christian has to help the world.

A Force More Powerful

A documentary of how nonviolent power overcame oppression and authoritarian rule in Poland and Chile.  It documents how millions of people during the last century chose to oppose the forces of brutality with nonviolent means and how they won.

Holy Ground

   Tells the story of community organizers in the Dudley Street area of Boston by following the ten-year process.  Documents how city planning policy can help the poor.
